Jewish Popular Music: Yiddish, Jazz, & Tin Pan Alje

George and Ira Gershwin, Irving Berlin,
Richard Rodgers and Oscar Hammerstein II:

Yiddish theater was
very popular in the early 30
century on the Lower East
Side.  The beginning of
Yiddish theater is attributed
to Avraham Goldfadden,
who first put together a
troupe in Romania. Yiddish

theater has its roots in the Purimspiel, but aftemineteenth century copyright control was pog
Goldfadden, other troupes sprang into existencdut new laws created a better environment

that toured all over Europe. At the turn of the
century New York, with over a million new
Jewish immigrants, became the center of Yiddis
theater.  Throughout its existence, Yiddis
theater consisted of many genres, from serio
straight plays to comical revues. The Ilatte
dominated in New York, where the influence of

vaudeville was strongly felt with the presence of&

the extremely popular Ziegfeld Follies. In fact,
Yiddish theater had its own movie-star-like
characters. People began to care less about f
content of the shows, and they became vehicle
for the larger-than-life personalities of the stage

Meanwhile, jazz was developing in New
Orleans in the late
nineteenth century, and it
spread up the Mississippi
River to Chicago and
Kansas City, then to New
York. Jewish immigrants

there became exposed to
this new musical form

that musical and cultural
tension. But there was not
only cultural tension, there
was cultural fusion: some of
the Yiddish songs became
popular hits, like Bie Mir
Bist Du Sheyn.

Interestingly, another influence on thg
high profile and enduring nature of some of th
popular hits by Jewish composers was that
copyright law, and therefore, capitalism. In t

songwriters and publishers to unite for thr
mutual financial benefit.  Many publishing

houses opened on Weg
28" Street in New
York, and it became
known as Tin Pan
Alley. Some say the
name comes from th
sound of so many
pianos being played i
